You may be aware that the Krishi Vigyan Kendras (KVKs) besides,
Assessment, Refinement and Demonstration of technologies are actively
involved in Frontline Demonstrations of new technologies and Training of
Farmers in modern agricultural methods.

2. Keeping in view of the multifarious roles performed by KVKs, their
involvement in strengthening the extension efforts particularly in the
context of ATMAs, Soil Testing, NHM, RKVY, TMNE, NRAA & NFSM cannot
be under estimated.

3. It has, therefore, been decided, with the approval of Union
Agriculture Minister that the KVKs may take upon themselves the following
roles:-

(i)  Training of all extension staff in the district over a period of next two
year (starting with Agriculture Graduate working in the district);
